Minutes of Annual General Meeting – 24 March 2004

About 100 members and guests attended the AGM, which was held at the Melbourne Club.

1. Opening of Meeting

The President, Igor Lavrin, declared the meeting open at 7.45 p.m.

2. Confirmation of Minutes

The meeting resolved to confirm the minutes of the 2003 Annual General Meeting held at the Australian Club on 14 April 2003.

Under the leadership of Bill Cowan, the Nonprofit Fellowship continues to grow. The total of funds raised during the past four years is now well over $100,000. Donations to the fund have continued to increase annually which is a testament to Bill’s hard work and persistence. Bill has been assisted by Mary Wooldridge who has helped to ensure success of the Fellowships in fundraising, selection of candidates and organising relevant events for the Fellows. Huy Truong has unfortunately resigned due to moving interstate. We thank him again for his great efforts and wish him well. Dana Rowan has now come on board and joined the Fellowship team. I would like to again remind members that the Club has a Charities Aid Foundation account to which donations for the Nonprofit Fellowships are made ensuring 100% tax deductibility.

HCAV has sent a number of very high calibre leaders in the Disability sector as our Fellows, to Harvard Business School to attend the Strategic Perspectives in Nonprofit Management programme. In 2004, Fellowships were awarded to Douglas Kent from RVIB and Tony Fitzgerald from Minibah Services.  In 2005, Fellowships were awarded to Joseph Connellan from Supported Housing Limited and Johanna Snelleman from Marillac House Limited.  They are all outstanding candidates and the Club is proud to have named them our Fellows.

Notes To Financial Statements:

1. The financial year of the club has been changed from calendar year to fiscal year ending June. These accounts cover this transition, and include 18 months’ operations

2. The club has changed its accounting of the CAF Fund.  It now represents the CAF Fund as entirely separate from the operations of the Club, as these assets are held in trust for the purposes of the Non-Profit Fellowship. Previous years have incorporated the CAF Fund as assets of the club.  This change has required a restatement of 2003 accounts, and will explain the differences to previously issued accounts.

3. These accounts have used a cash accounting basis. The 2005 J West event on 27 June 2005 will be recognised in FY 2006 when the receipts and expenses hit the club accounts. A surplus of ~$9,100 is expected.

4. Subscriptions held by Harvard Club Australia for centralised administration.  Provision held for $1,440 to be transferred to HCAV in September.

5. There are no mortgages, charges and securities of any description affecting any of the property of the club.

6. There are no trusts of which the club was a trustee during the whole or any part of the last financial year.

7. There are no trusts held on behalf of the club, by another purpose or body, in which funds or assets of the club are placed.

8. The J West Event in 2004 had an additional $1,200 revenue recognised in 2003
